California Vendors Policy Committee

Notes from April 28, 2011 Executive Committee Meeting

The Executive Committee meeting on April 28, 2011 commenced at 3:00pm. Chair Roy Harmon, Vice Chair Tom Linker and Secretary Treasurer Andy Brown represented CVPC. Program Manager Deb Meyer represented the DOR BEP.  

The meeting did not always follow the order of the agenda with participants selecting those items that were the most urgent.
Weekly Updates

· BEP Budget

ARRA  projects completed except for one location and all funds originally allocated to BEP expended except for small balance.  

· New Primary/Interim Facilities

San Ysidro

Purchase Order completed for most of vending machines. The announcement is under review. San Diego Area Port of Entry Vending Route and Cafe is official name of the new facility.  
Salinas Soledad Prisons

The Program Manager will meet with ARRA next week for funding. Again, as has been consistently stated by BEP, there will be no facility at the rest area at Gaviota due to environmental concerns so ARRA funds are not needed there. 
Buckman Springs Roadside Rest

No new information from Cal Trans.

· Location Closures

No new closures. 

· Training Class Progress

Two new graduates. The status of the trainee that had to drop out very late in the process is not known at this time but health issues may prevent him from continuing with his career as a blind vendor. The names of the new vendors should be added to the vendor email list. The new training class will commence on May 23rd.  
· 2011 Annual BEP Training

The effects of the new Governor's Executive Order restricting travel on the September-October vendor training program is not yet known. That training is currently set for September 30th and October 1st and 2nd in Sacramento. 

· Vendor Issues

Some Vendors have expressed their dissatisfaction over the interim vendor selection process for the Sacramento Resources Building. Their dissatisfaction was in part the delay of interviews. They were originally scheduled for Friday, April 22nd but were delayed until the following week. There were nine applicants but only three candidates were notified of the new interview time and only those three were interviewed. There are questions raised by the other six candidates over the criteria used to identify the three that were interviewed. The Program Manager will provide an explanation to the Chair. 

There is a current procedure over the selection of vendors proposed by DOR and under review by CVPC. The issue is how the process at the Resources Building complied with the regulations as that is the only guidelines that can be use at present. 

Other Items

· AB 727 Proposed Legislation

The Chair is distributing a letter to all vendors to remind them of the May 3rd hearing in Room 447 of the State Capitol at 9:00am on this proposed legislation which will require all vending machines on state property to increase the percentage of healthy foods up to 100% by2016 .  There is a need to provide documentation to author that profits are lost due to requirement that vending machines have to have a percentage of healthy foods, presently 35%. No one is sure if vendors can separate out this information. The Secretary Treasurer noted that he may have some data that can be used.  He has one machine in Hunter Hill with only healthy foods. It averages about one half of the sales of other machines. It also requires more stocking and other maintenance costs, It also increases the food costs. he stated that he believes it affects the bottom line by more that 3%. 
· District 4 Delegate Election

The nomination letter to replace the District 4 delegate will be sent out on Monday, May 2nd. The self nominations must be postmarked by May 12th and received by BEP by the 17th. The nominations will be opened on the 18th with two vendors present. Those vendors have agreed to participate in the nomination process as well as opening ballots and counting the votes. Joni Patche and Debbie Peart, with David Moore as alternative, will represent CVPC. Ballots will be mailed out on the 23rd and returned with a postmark dated on later than June 7th. The must be received by BEP no later than close of business on June 13th. The ballots will be counted on June 17th.   
· Navy Response to the DOR Agency Level Protest (ALP)

The response from the US Navy Submarine Base was received by BEP. BEP does not plan on any action until the award is announced. BEP may chose to protest. San Diego ARC is very supportive of vendors and have contracts with  Miramar, 29 Palms etc. 
· Lawrence Livermore National Lab-DOR Communication 

Nothing new to report. QLDC is looking at DOR proposal. New draft underway. 

· Travel Claims for Sub Committee Members

The request for reimbursement by the Vice Chair for his participation in the USPS grievance hearing has been denied by DOR. The Vice Chair is asking for an administrative review as his attendance was considered a part of his duties as a sub committee member of the Grievance Committee. The Vice Chair also requested that the Chair raise this issue with the DRO Deputy Director in an effort to settle the dispute without a protracted and expensive process.

· AOC Courthouses

BEP working on rent issues in LA. BEP getting regular updates from AOC on or about the 1st of each month.  53 new court building are going to be built over the next few years. 

· Liability and Workers Compensation Interest/Penalty Charges

No resolution at this time. Program Manager will be following up and it should be included in next week's Executive Committee agenda. 
· Edwards AFB

The re-solicitation came out for EAFB. A re-submittal may be necessary but only for pricing information. No time frame established at this point. The Program Manager will follow up on this location.
