California Vendors Policy Committee

Notes from April 7, 2011 Executive Committee Meeting

The Executive Committee meeting on April 7, 2011 commenced at 3:00pm. Chair Roy Harmon, Vice Chair Tom Linker and Secretary-Treasurer Willie Shoemaker represented CVPC. Program Manager Deb Meyer represented the DOR BEP.  

The meeting did not always follow the order of the agenda with participants selecting those that were the most urgent.
Weekly Updates

· BEP Budget
Nothing to report on 2011-12 budget. No update on availability of stimulus funding for Salinas Soledad Prison. 
· New Primary/Interim Facilities

San Ysidro
Purchase Orders have been completed. The announcement is expected to be out in May. The Sunbeam Roadside Rest location will be added to the new San Ysidro facility. This is on Highway 8 between Tecate and El Centro.  
Salinas Soledad Prisons
Stimulus funding is still uncertain. The Program Manager is continuing to pursue approval of the funding for the Salinas-Soledad Prisons development. 
Sacramento Administration Building
There is a question about whether the final announcement has been distributed to vendors. BEP will forward the information. 
Buckman Springs Roadside Rest
No kiosk is being constructed at this location. The Chair thought it would be similar to Valley Wells. The Program Manager was not optimistic that this could be developed as a location but will follow up. 
· Location Closures
The vendor at the Resources Building in Sacramento closed the 8th Floor cafeteria without notice to BEP or building management The  dry stand is still operational. The Vendor was advised he could not make this decision to close the cafeteria without notice and approval  to BEP.  The vendor may be resigning. 
There is a  plan for remodeling and downsizing (or even closing) the cafeteria,     utilizing some cafeteria space  for offices. The dry stand location will be remodeled to a snack bar and there will be additional vending machines installed throughout the building.   

The Program Manager also announced that the coffee cart location at the Secretary of State's office building in Sacramento closed due to low profitability. 
· Training Class Progress
The Program Manager stated that she expected a new class to commence in May. She anticipates 8-10 trainees. She also noted that a second new class is expected in January. The current class is presently doing OJT at FTB and she indicated that the BEP Training Officer is actively participating with the FTB staff at that  location.  
· 2011 Annual BEP Training
The 2011 Annual BEP Training is set for Sacramento on September 30th-October 2nd. The Chair has been in contact with some  potential guest speakers. He raised the possibility of using video phones for guest speakers to use in their presentations, stating this could allow desirable speakers to fit the training presentation into their schedules. Prudential has stated they plan on having a retirement consultant available at the conference to provide one on one consulting services to vendors.  
Other Items

· 10% Vending Machine Commissions from 2008/2009/2010/2011
CVPC asked for the amount available for professional services for the current fiscal year. The Chair noted that the Program Manager had given an estimate last year and requested  an update for the Professional Services Fund which could be used by CVPC. The Program Manager will verify the amount and notify CVPC.  
· CVPC Focus Groups 
The Acting Executive Secretary noted there are now several active focus groups including prisons, roadside rests, cafeterias and post offices. He suggested that a common approach be used in notifying vendors of these meetings to ensure all interested vendors could chose to participate. The Chair indicated that all vendors should be notified of the meetings.  He also indicated the following teleconference schedule has been initially set:

· Redistricting 
The Acting Executive Secretary also asked for guidance from the Executive Committee on redistricting for the upcoming November delegate election.  He will proceed to develop a proposal for 8 districts and 9 districts. A third proposal may be developed for 7 districts. The CVPC will consider the proposals at the June, 2011 meeting in San Diego 
· CVPC Vendor Email List (Requested by Chair)

The Chair has noted a request that  vendors have expressed their desire for email addresses to be kept confidential and not be distributed to other vendors.  The Chair asked that all delegates and committee or focus group chairs honor this request on email transmittals so the only BCC emails are sent to vendors on program matters.  
· Navy Response to the DOR Agency Level Protest (ALP)
The Navy responded to DOR regarding the US Navy Sub Marine Base potential proposal on five dining hall galleys, rejecting DOR's efforts to renew the contract at this location. The Chair asked if DOR is going to go to arbitration on this. There has been no decision to date. DOR is also waiting for RSA to respond. 
· Lawrence Livermore National Lab-DOR Communication 
The Chair has received information from the DOR Deputy Director that includes a request for CVPC to review the proposed location development procedures that were developed in accordance with the recent Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory settlement agreement and provide feedback on that proposal. 

The Chair has assigned this to QLDC who will be meeting on this matter next week. The Program Manager has not met with LLNL but had teleconferences and expressed that she felt the responses so far were very positive. LLNL is getting information that BEP has requested.  A report is due CVPC by April 15th from DOR  in pursuant to the settlement agreement. The Vice Chair asked whether BEP will get the cafeteria. That is not yet established. The Chair stated he may have data that will be useful in evaluating LLNL operations. The Chair asked if a  teaming partner would be needed. The Program Manager is not sure at this time. The Vice Chair asked if the current contract with LLNL is ending this year. This information has not been provided to BEP as yet.  
The Vice Chair asked about other National Nuclear Security Administration (NNSA) locations in California. LLNL may be the only one.  
· Travel Claims for Sub Committee Members
The Vice Chair asked about the response from DOR concerning the departmental denial of a portion of his travel claims. The Program Manager stated she expected to provide a written response no later than next week.
