Notes from January 20, 2011 Executive Committee Meeting

Notice: The regularly scheduled Executive Committee meeting for January 27th, next week,  has been cancelled due to scheduling conflicts for some participants.  

The Executive Committee meeting on January 20, 2011 commenced at 3:00pm. Chair Roy Harmon, Vice Chair Tom Linker and Secretary Treasurer Andy Brown represented CVPC. Program Manager Deb Meyer represented the DOR BEP. 
The meeting did not always follow the order of the agenda with participants selecting those that were the most urgent.

Weekly Updates:

· BEP Budget for Set Aside
The Program Manager indicated that about half of the set aside fund budget has been committed which is normal for this time of year. She does not expect to exhaust the equipment repair funding early. 

The Chair asked about ARRA money being used for Salinas-Soledad.  There is also some DOR stimulus funding that appears not to be spent yet for its original purpose. He asked if that funding could be moved to BEP.The Program Manager is tracking this situation. 
The Program Manager stated that the Salinas-Soledad Prison site only included funding for vending machines so if she gets the authority by June, she will be able to use it before the deadline expires. 

Stimulus funding of $1.2 million is still on schedule to be expended by the deadline, September 30th.  

· New Interim Facilities 
An announcement for the Norwalk State Hospital  available as an interim facility was sent out. This is to allow time to develop accurate information so that adequate projections on the volume of business can be measured. 
· Interim Facility Process
The Chair asked for clarification of the current procedure for awarding interim facilities. It was his understanding that if the building manager does not want to participate in the selection of an interim vendor, the Program Manager will make the decision. The Program Manager agreed that this is the current process as the new regulations do not specify the procedure. The Vice Chair noted that the Rules Committee supports this policy for the present time but wants it spelled out in the regulations as soon as possible. 
· Location Closures /Remodeling
There are no new closures. The Secretary Treasurer inquired about the cafeteria at Resources Building. The Program Manager stated It is going to be remodeled and downsized as the Water Resources staff need space.

Other Items:

· Response to November 2010 CVPC Motions
The Chair commented on the responses to the November 2010 motions. He asked for clarification  citing the DOR responses to the CVPC's motions at the November 2010 CVPC meeting which routinely state that "DOR does not believe this motion is within CVPC’s authority, thus no response is provided."  

He asked specifically about the motion where the CVPC has recommended  the time and place for the annual training conference.  The response was "DOR does not believe this motion is within CVPC’s authority, thus no response is provided."   He asked if the annual training conference was going to be held. The Program Manager stated the conference has been approved. It was noted that the original date is in conflict with a major conference and a change to the proposed dates is necessary.  
· Specific Vendor Issues
The vendor at the DDS building informed his district representative, Andy Brown, that he wanted to meet with BEP to discuss the future plans for his facility. He also asked the representative to attend the meeting. It is set for next week. The Program Manager indicated that it would difficult to justify remodeling at this location.  

· Edwards AFB
Nothing new on the protest of the contract award. BEP has not received a debriefing on that decision. 
· East End Status 
The Chair asked about equipment. He heard the vendor is uncomfortable with the current status on the equipment orders. The Program Manager stated all the equipment  has been purchased.
