California Vendors Policy Committee

Notes from January 6, 2011 Executive Committee Meeting

The Executive Committee meeting on January 6, 2011 commenced at 3:00pm. Chair Roy Harmon, Vice Chair Tom Linker and Secretary Treasurer Andy Brown represented CVPC. Program Manager Deb Meyer represented the DOR BEP. 
The meeting did not always follow the order of the agenda with participants selecting those that were the most urgent.

· BEP Budget

The Chair asked if there is money left in this year’s budget for equipment acquisition and repair. The Program Manager said she has $1 million in the budget for this fiscal year of which $400,000 has been expended. The Chair expressed concern that a number of vendors have told him they cannot replace equipment or repair of some equipment they have. 
· Tejon Pass Roadside Rest Status

This site is going to be closed this month for remodeling. It will be opened as a primary location after the work is completed. It was noted that the surviving spouse is currently running the site until closure. 
· Phillip Raine Roadside Rest Status

The Program Manager will review the status of this site. 
· Waivers for California Lottery and Cal Trans-Eureka

QLDC approved the waivers at these two locations. 
The California Lottery will be moving. This waiver covers only the current location. The Program Manager has been asked to look into this issue and provide the Executive Committee with more information before the Executive Committee can consider approving this request for waiver.

The Cal Trans-Eureka location is in a remote area with very a limited number of employees. The waiver provides for notice if a change in circumstances occurs.  BEP is trying to create a route in the Northern California area that could include this location. This request for waiver was  approved by the Executive Committee.
· Liability and Workers Comp Interest/Penalty Charges 

Two vendors had requested an administrative review on the DOR’s practice of charging penalties for late or incorrect workers compensation and liability insurance payments. The Chair would like to know the status of this request. The Program Manager could not provide an update but will look into the matter and try to get a response to them.
· Notification of Location Closure to CVPC

The Chair noted that a primary facility operating in the San Diego area was closed but CVPC was not advised of this action until after the location was closed. A more timely notice is requested. The subject of Potential or Planned Facility Closures will be placed on the weekly Executive Committee agenda to reduce the reoccurrence of this situation. 
· Tom Dempsey

Tom Dempsey, the Chief Procurement Officer for DOR, has transferred to the California Child Support Services, another state agency, effective December, 2010. 
· Specific Vendor Issues
A vendor asked for help as he had equipment damaged by a storm that occurred in Southern California. The Program Manager stated that this vendor was advised some time ago that he should use liability insurance to replace the flood damaged equipment. The vendor was advised of this alternative. 

The program manager also advised the Executive Committee that the vendors need to contact their BEC if their repairs are not made or replaced in a timely manner, in accordance with the established procedures where if the BEC does not take care of the situation, then the SBEC must be contacted.  If the SBEC does not handle the situation, then the vendor should contact the Program Manager directly. Otherwise, the process may be delayed even further. 
· Communication with Vendors who have Resigned or Retired from Program

The question is when retiring vendors or vendors who resign from the program should be removed from the list of those who receive routine communication from BEP or CVPC. 

The Vice Chair commented that the vendor should be removed from active vendor lists so the roster is accurate for other purposes. The Acting Executive Secretary will ask the retiring vendor, if he or she has email, when they would like to continue receiving communications from BEP and or CVPC. If the vendor has no email capability, they will be advised that the communications will cease. 
· Marine Corp Contract Update
A meeting occurred on January 6th, 2011, between DOR, affected vendors and vendor counsel. DOR has been asked to move forward on a request for federal arbitration. The Chair noted his concern over the long range effects of these types of decisions on the Randolph Sheppard Act. The Deputy Director has said he would take this matter under advisement. 

There was some discussion over the long range strategy of trying to approach these issues with the military nationally or just within California. 
· East End Status 

Issues continue with specific requests from the interim vendor. An email from the district BEC to the interim vendor was received just prior to this meeting, stating what actions had been taken for equipment orders, etc.

The Program Manager indicated on Tuesday, January 4th, that she will negotiate with DGS over an extension of the interim status of the facility so better estimates of future performance can be developed. 
· San Diego Submarine Base Contract 

DOR has written a letter to the admiral regarding the situation at this facility asking for all six dining facilities.
