Weekly Updates

· Sub Committee Compliance with Bagley Keene

The Attorney General has not yet responded to the Chair’s request asking their office to confirm that CVPC is required to comply with the Bagley Keene Act.  The Chair indicated he will follow up on the inquiry next week.
· BEP Budget

BEP is waiting for confirmation of this year’s budget from the DOR Budget Office.
· New Primary/Interim Facilities

Donner Pass Roadside Rest - No update.
Salinas Soledad Prisons- This was discussed extensively at the QLDC meeting on July 27th. No updates from that meeting.  
North Island US Navy Base- DOR has completed a letter to the Base  Commander making several requests, including requesting the removal of the privately operated taco wagon  The vending machines operating at the base were also cited as a concern by David Hanlon.  The Program Manager stated BEP has notified the Base of their concerns as well and she will follow-up on that subject. The Program Manager indicated she will have the facility announced as an interim again since some time has passed since the last interim announcement was placed.   
· Location Closures

No updates.
· 2011 Annual BEP Training

The Planning Committee is reviewing the online registration form and expects it to be online next week. There is considerable information available that the committee is sorting through about materials for Serv Safe and the costs of those materials.  The Sub Committee Chair was informed that we could copy the audio CDs and make them available to vendors at no cost.  Discussions are occurring about how vendors could pay CVPC for the testing materials and a mass order could be made for those participants to save costs individually,  or vendors can order them direct. Information on ordering will be developed within the next couple of weeks.

Other Items

· MOR Instructions Review

The Chair noted that new MOR instructions for completing the MOR have been posted to the www.cvpc.com web site.  The Chair indicated some vendors have requested  some clarification of some items. For example, only the last four digits of a vendor’s social security number needs to be on the report.  Also,  the mileage allowed for vehicles operated in the prisons and vending machine routes where warehouses are used is now $.555 per mile.  These costs should be included in the Cost of Goods.  The Program Manager indicated there are some inconsistencies in the MOR instructions where there is a conflict with the newly adopted regulations and BEP is working to eliminate those differences.  Vendors will be notified of the corrections. 
· Vendor Issues

· AB 727 Proposed Legislation

CVPC is attempting to set up a strategic meeting for vendors prior to the next legislative Senate Hearing and is asking all vendors to participate. A day for the strategy meeting has not been set but the hearing is on August 15th.
