· Sub Committee Compliance with Bagley Keene
The Secretary Treasurer does not believe that CVPC is governed by the Bagley Keene Act. The Chair will seek further guidance about a ruling on the requirement that CVPC must follow the Bagley Keene Act in conducting their affairs.
Weekly Updates

· BEP Budget

The Program Manager is continuing to work out the specific issues with this year's budget and expects to have it completed for the QLDC meeting on July 27th . 
· New Primary/Interim Facilities

Donner Pass Roadside Rest-  No update.
Salinas Soledad Prisons- The Program Manager stated that funding issues may prevent the use of cashless vending machines at Salinas-Soledad Prisons. She also stated that there were errors in the first announcement being prepared and she expects the corrected version to be ready for QLDC review by July 8th. The Chair asked if interested vendors could be advised of the situation within the new announcement with the cashless vending machines since some vendors may be under the impression that these types of machines will be placed at this facility. 
North Island US Navy Base- The Navy has informed BEP that they do not want to participate in the interim vendor selection.  BEP will review applications to select an interim vendor.  
· Location Closures

The Secretary of State location in Sacramento is now closed. The EPA building in San Francisco was also recently closed for health reasons. 

· Training Class Progress

The Program Manager stated she is considering alternative sites for OJT which  can be used should additional sites be needed whenever there is a large training class and the FTB Training Center is over flowing with trainees.   
· 2011 Annual BEP Vendor Training

There will be a planning meeting on July 11th. The Acting Executive Secretary will contact DGS and ask that Sandy Hartsock be allowed to participate. There is a growing need to get the registration forms on the internet and to determine how Serv Safe Training will be conducted.  Vendors can also go to www.servsafe.com.  An instructor and a proctor will be needed for the training.  The Secretary Treasurer, who is also the training conference coordinator, will prepare questions that he would like DOR to respond to so the registration form can be completed and CVPC can respond to questions from vendors.  
Other Items

· Vendors without Access to Computer 

This is a subject that will be addressed at the training conference planning meeting. 
· Vendor Issues

· AB 727 Proposed Legislation

There was a legislative hearing yesterday. Four vendors attended. Ron Long, a vendor, who has been  present throughout the presentations reported everything went well. It appears that the proposed legislation will require no more that 50% healthy foods in vending machines located on state property this session.  The bill will move next to the Appropriations Committee. Vendor representation at these meetings will be very important. The Secretary Treasurer suggested that an effort be made to demonstrate that it will cost the state money to monitor compliance with this law. Who is the state going to hire to monitor this matter? Ron Long suggested a petition be developed to be  signed not only by vendors but also by members of the public who do not want this legislation. 
· Items to Add for Next Meeting

The Chair is going to put together some suggestions for Guidelines on Participating in a Teleconference that will allow all participants to be heard. He will review his draft with the Executive Committee and try to use it during the July 15th teleconference for CVPC.
