Notes from June 2, 2011 Executive Committee Meeting

The Executive Committee meeting on June 2, 2011 commenced at 3:00pm. Chair Roy Harmon, Vice Chair Tom Linker and Secretary Treasurer Andy Brown represented CVPC. Program Manager Deb Meyer represented the DOR BEP.  could not attend. 

The meeting did not always follow the order of the agenda with participants selecting those items that were the most urgent.
Weekly Updates

· BEP Budget

The DOR Appeals Board has been restored in the 2011-12 state budget. This had been one of DOR cuts in the proposed budget. 
· New Primary/Interim Facilities

Announcements have been sent out for Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory and the Port of Entry (SanYsidro/Otay Mesa).
Salinas Soledad Prisons

The announcement in still pending. Vending machines have been purchased.  The purchase order for a trailer has not yet been completed.  
Crystal Springs Interim

There were three applicants of which two were interviewed.  Isidro Chavez was selected as the interim vendors.  

Cal Trans- Sacramento

Four applicants have filed for the Cal Trans- Headquarters interim location. 

· Location Closures

BEP is considering how to announce the two locations at Long Beach City Hall and Van Nuys Courts, where a vendor recently resigned due to acceptance at another location. The two locations now available are one and a half hours apart by public transportation so the wisdom of trying to keep them as a single facility is under review.
· Training Class Progress

All is going well. Trainees received their first OJT. The class is made up of four trainees.
· 2011 Annual BEP Training

It was agreed that preparation for the annual BEP training should continue even though final approval has not been received, pending the 2011-12 budget resolution. The Secretary Treasurer will be setting up a subcommittee meeting within the next few days. 
Other Items

· Vendor Issues

Vendor Complaint
A vendor claimed he was not notified of the interim announcement for Crystal Springs. The Program Manager reviewed BEP records and stated her records show that he received a notice at his new  email address.  The Program Manager will respond to his Administrative Review request. 
· Roadside Rest Utilities

The question of vendors paying for roadside rest utilities arises every few years. The Program Manager said this is a Cal Trans issue and if they want the vendors to pay for utilities, they should bill the vendors directly or have the utility company bill direct. If a vendor is contacted by Cal Trans, they should refer Cal Trans to BEP.  The Program Manager stressed that DOR is not responsible for billing or collecting utility payments for Cal Trans or any other agency. 
· AB 727 Proposed Legislation

The bill is out of Appropriations and in the Senate. It is an important time for vendors to contact their senators and voice their opposition. Currently, the language requiring   vending machines to carry  100% healthy foods by 2016 has been removed but could be reinstated.  The 50% healthy foods by 2014 has not been lined out.  The Chair reminded everyone that this 100% could be added back in while in the Senate and we must remain vigilant and continue to oppose this legislation. 
· Navy Response to the DOR Agency Level Protest (ALP)

The vendor said that he had not heard anything new from the Navy. The Program Manager stated that after protracted discussions with the Navy, the contract with BEP has been extended to June 30th.  
· Lawrence Livermore National Lab

The announcement is out. The Secretary Treasurer reminded BEP that 3-4 years ago, a vendor was selected for this location. The Program Manager stated this selection is no longer valid since the original contract was never awarded. 
· Edwards AFB

Nothing new to report on the status of this air force base. The Program Manager is still pursuing clarification on the status of the new contract and the BEP proposal.
