· BEP Budget

· New Primary/Interim Facilities 
San Ysidro 

It is expected that this facility will be advertised in April.  

Salinas / Soledad Prisons Update

If the stimulus funding is approved, it is expected this facility will be advertised in June, 2011. 
          US Navy North Island

The current vendor who has resigned will stay at the location until April 10th. The facility will be initially advertised as an interim. 
Buckman Springs Roadside Rest Area
This is near the border on Highway 8 in San Diego County. The Chair suggested that this become a part of the San Ysidro location which will be announced in April, as this could contribute to more income for this location. 

Sacramento Administration Building 
This announcement has gone to QLDC for review.

Other Items:

· Capitol Weekly Article

The article that appeared in the Capitol Weekly on March 24, 2011 where two vendors were quoted as complaining about unauthorized state employee charitable fund raisers that have negative effects on the vendors’ business has caused considerable reaction from bloggers who have sharply criticized the vendors. There is a concern that the article did not reflect well on vendors, from a public relations perspective. 
There were a number of examples  discussed by the meeting participants where similar situations had been resolved successfully,  

The participants agreed that it would be useful for a presentation on customer relations at the next BEP Annual Training that would include ideas for how to address issues similar to those raised by this article.
· County Courthouses
An article in the Sacramento Bee indicated that the new Sacramento Courthouse may allow retail stores in their new building. This may be similar to the Long Beach Courthouse and the issues raised by Rick Lopez, the vendor at that location.  It can be implied from this article that food service and coffee companies may be in the building, affecting the business of any vendor located there. 
· Date of Next CVPC Meeting-Location

The next CVPC meeting will be held on June 9-10th in San Diego. It appears that it be held in the State Building in San Diego, pending further developments. Specifics will be sent to vendors when the plans are finalized. 
· Liability and Workers Comp Interest/Penalty Charges 
The Program Manager indicated DOR is still reviewing this situation.  
· Edwards AFB 
BEP is attempting to persuade the Air Force to directly negotiate the new contract at that base. 
· Travel Claims for Sub Committee Members
The Vice Chair asked about the status of the response he had asked for  concerning the Department's denial of his claim for travel reimbursement for attending a hearing in his capacity as a member of the CVPC Grievance Committee. The Program Manager indicated that a response would be sent to the Vice Chair shortly, possibly the following week. The Vice Chair also stated he expected to file similar claims for later hearings that he attended on the same issue.
No meeting will be held on March 31st, next week, as it falls on a state holiday. The next meeting will be held on April 7th, at 3:00pm.
