Weekly Updates

· BEP Budget

No new update.
· New Primary/Interim Facilities

Port of Entry- OtayMesa/San Ysidro

The announcement was sent out on May 26th.
Salinas Soledad Prisons

Funding for this site is ARRA but that could change to Set Aside if the ARRA funds are exhausted. BEP is proceeding with the development of this site.
Cal Trans- Alhambra

This will be announced as an interim over the next several days. 
East End

BEP plans to announce this as a primary in June.  

· Location Closures

No discussion on this item. 
· Training Class Progress

The new class started on Monday, May 23rd for four trainees. The new trainees will be introduced to CVPC on June 9th.
· 2011 Annual BEP Training

DOR has sent a request to the agency on May 25 for approval of the annual BEP vendor training. This has been delayed by the current budget shortfall. 
Other Items

· AB 727 Proposed Legislation

Nothing new at this time.  Bill is still in the Appropriations Committee. 
· Navy Response to the DOR Agency Level Protest (ALP)

The current vendor wants an update on the status of his extension at the Submarine Base. The Program Manager stated that BEP would not get the contract when the current extension expires and that she had no further news to report.  
· Lawrence Livermore National Lab

The Chair visited the site. He is putting together a summary of his observations for QLDC and CVPC The contract for the current vendor, SODEXHO, does not expire until next year. 
· Edwards AFB

The Air Force keeps sending mixed messages. One letter to BEP stated that BEP was unsuccessful and the contract was awarded to another private party. BEP asked for a debriefing. Clarification was requested by BEP. A later letter received on May 26th stated the contract has not been awarded and no competitive range has been established. The Air Force also stated there has been no decision on the next contractor. 

· Bagley Keene

Compliance with the Bagley Keene Act was discussed briefly. CVPC will making this a major item on the June 9-10 CVPC meeting in Sacramento.
