California Vendors Policy Committee

Notes from May 5, 2011 Executive Committee Meeting

The Executive Committee meeting on May 5, 2011 commenced at 3:00pm. Chair Roy Harmon and Vice Chair Tom Linker represented CVPC. Program Manager Deb Meyer represented the DOR BEP.  Secretary Treasurer Andy Brown did not attend. 
The meeting did not always follow the order of the agenda with participants selecting those items that were the most urgent.
Weekly Updates

· BEP Budget

The Program Manager stated there is little expectation that there will be a budget by July 1st due to the significant issues with funding. This could affect BEP service contractors. The Program Manager stated that, historically, service contractors are willing to proceed with work for the first 60 days. If there is no budget by September, they may refuse to continue without payment. The Program Manager said that $850,000 has spent on purchase orders so far this year.  
The CVPC meeting in San Diego will be moved to Sacramento due to travel restrictions imposed by the Governor's executive order. The meeting will be held on the same dates in Sacramento. Vendors will be notified as soon as arrangements have  been made. 
· New Primary/Interim Facilities

Donner Roadside Rest 

Cal Trans notified BEP they expect to open Donner Roadside Rest in June. The Program Manager indicated that this will probably be made available as an enterprise as the roads are often closed along with the rest area due to inclement weather for 9 months/year. 
Port of Entry- San Ysidro

Purchase Orders for San Ysidro facility are complete. The announcement is still pending and will be forwarded to the vendors as soon as all of the permits have been signed by the Department.

Salinas Soledad Prisons

A presentation was given to DOR ARRA Committee by BEP, asking for funding from ARRA for this location.  The Director will make the final decision. The cost is $625,000. 
Crystal Springs

It was suggested that the PUC facility (for which BEP is requesting a Waiver ) be added as an enterprise to this facility, but the Program Manager stated that having a location in that address is not feasible due to population.  
· Location Closures

The Program Manager stated BEP has been notified by USPS that the current BEP facility in the Richmond Post Office may be in trouble. It may be necessary for BEP to place a new interim vendor in this location.  

· Training Class Progress

Four new trainees were accepted to  be in the new class starting in May

23, 2011.  

· 2011 Annual BEP Training

There has been no subcommittee meeting recently. The Program Manager stated the Governor's travel restrictions should not affect BEP vendor ability to attend.  
Other Items

· AB 727 Proposed Legislation

The Chair stated the Bill passed the Assembly subcommittee and will now move to the Senate. The Bill passed by a vote of 5-4 this past week.   Next Thursday, CCB (California Council of the Blind)  is having its Capitol Day and during this time the Chair has an appointment to meet with Senator Darrell Steinberg, who is the pro tem of the Senate to discuss BEP vendor views on this Bill  The Chair indicated the vendors must remain active on this issue and begin contacting their State Senators about this proposed Legislation as soon as possible.  There will be weekly updates on this proposed legislation, as well as information handouts for vendor participation and letter writing. 

· District 4 Delegate Election

Nomination letters have been sent out to District 4 vendors.  The final ballot counting will take place on June 17, 2011.  
· Navy Response to the DOR Agency Level Protest (ALP)

No update.  The Chair reminded the Program Manager the current vendor and teaming partner are still waiting to hear when the award of the new contract takes place.   
· Lawrence Livermore National Lab-DOR Communication 

CVPC is continuing to work on its response to DOR's proposal. It may be finished by next week for presentation to the Department. 
· AOC Courthouses

No update.  There was discussion about concerns involving private enterprise being allowed in or near the expected 53 new facilities.  BEP is checking very closely on the facility list as it is being developed by the AOC. 
· Liability and Workers Compensation Interest/Penalty Charges

These funds go into the set aside fund and are available as matching funds. The question raised by CVPC as to whether DOR has the authority to assess these penalties is still unresolved, and the Program Manager indicated a memo was sent last week on this issue, and CVPC will be notified. 
· Edwards AFB

No update.
